Vitaliy Volodymyrovych Klytchko was born on 19 July, 1971, in the family of a Soviet
Air Force Colonel Vladimir Rodionovich Klytchko in Belovodsk, Kyrgyzstan. In 1996,
he graduated from the Pereyaslav-Khmelnitsky Pedagogical Institute. He continued
his education in Kyiv University where he presented his doctorate thesis.

Vitaliy began his professional career in 1996. He and his brother Volodymir signed
with the German athlete-promotion company «Universum». On 21 June, 2003, Vitaliy
fought Lennox Lewis for the WBC heavyweight championship in Los Angeles,
California. He was WBC and Ring heavyweight champion.

On 9 November, 2005, Vitaliy announced his retirement from professional boxing and
vacated his title. But on 24 January, 2007, he announced his comeback and was going
to fight again. But because of a number of health problems, Klytchko wasn’t able to
continue fighting.

Now it is expected that Vitaliy will return to fight WBC heavyweight champion Samuel
Peter for his title. After his retirement Klytchko began campaigning for mayor of
Kyiv, but lost the election. Nowadays Vitaliy and his brother are busy with giving
support to schools, churches and children.

Lilia Podkopayeva is a retired Ukrainian gymnast who became the 1996 Olympic all-
round champion. She was born on 15 August, 1978, in Donetsk. Podkopayeva was
introduced to gymnastics at the age of five by her grandmother. She trained at the
National Training Centre in Kyiv under the tutelage of former European World and
Olympic gold medalist Ludmila Tourishcheva.

Podkopayeva made her senior début in 1993. She achieved brilliant results at the
World and European Championships in 1994—95. In early 1996, Podkopayeva was
seriously injured when she fell from the beam during a training. She recovered to win
three gold medals at the 1996 European Championship.

As the defending World and European Champion Podkopayeva was a favourite at the
1996 Olympic Games in Atlanta. She became the first female gymnast to win the
Olympic all-round title as a defending World Champion after Ludmila Tourishcheva
in 1972. Podkopayeva intended to continue competing after 1996 Olympics. However,
injuries forced her to retire.

Podkopayeva is still actively involved with the sport of gymnastics. She got the
certificate of an international judge in 2004, and also coaches a lot in the US and
Ukraine. In Ukraine, Podkopayeva founded the Golden Lily tournament. She has
additionally worked as a television personality, hosting a show «Aerobics for
Champions».

FROM THE HISTORY OF SNOOKER

The origins of this game came back to the second part of the 19th century. Billiards
had been a popular activity amongst British Army officers who served in India, and
variations on the more traditional billiard games were devised.

One variation was to add coloured balls to the red and black which were used for pyramid
pool. The word «snooker» also has military origins, being a slang term for first-year
cadets or inexperienced soldiers. One version says that Colonel Sir Neville Chamberlain
of the Devonshire was playing this new game when his opponent failed to pot a ball and
Chamberlain called him a «snooker».

The game of snooker grew in the latter part of the 19th century and the early 20th
century, and by 1927 the first World Snooker Championship had been organized by Joe
Davis who, as a professional English billiardist and snooker player, moved the game
from a pastime activity into a more professional sphere. In 1969, the series of snooker
programmes appeared on TV of the BBC channel and became the second most popular
show on TV. Nowadays snooker international tournaments are held, broadcasted on TV
and watched with great attention.

By the middle
of the 19th century a lot of music halls and theatres appeared in Soho and at the beginning
of the 20th century foreigners opened numerous cheap eating-houses and it became a
fashionable place to eat for the intellectuals, writers and artists.
